      This study aimed to develop and validate a measure for assessing 

expressive language skills in preschool children with developmental language 

disorder. The final version of the scale consists of five dimensions: naming and 

correct articulation (84 pictured items), verbal description (31 pictured items), 

linguistic expression (40 pictured items), verbal narration (29 pictured items), 

and sentence construction (27 pictured items). The scale was administered to a 

sample of 65 children aged between 4 and 6 years, with a mean age of 4.6 years 

and a standard deviation of 1.70 years, and an IQ range of 85-115. After 

statistical data analysis, the results showed that the scale has high validity and 

good reliability, as evidenced by the analysis of statistical validity and 

reliability, which confirmed the accuracy and reliability of the scale in 

measuring the targeted dimensions of expressive language. 
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
